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SMPP – formally Aldiscons SMSC fixed network access protocol is now under the control of the SMPP forum.

The forum wishes ETSI to consider the adoption of SMPP as the standard ETSI protocol for accessing SMSC’s from a fixed network.

GSM TR 03.39 ( 23.039) currently contains identificaton of protocols from CMG ( UCP ) , SEMA ( OIS ) , Ericsson and Nokia as well as SMPP from Logica – formally Aldiscon.

The implication here is that all manufacturers of SMSC’s would be required to implement SMPP.

The different protocols have different features and so by manufacturers adopting SMPP only would result in certain features in their SMSC not being supported.

It was always the intention of SMG4 that 03.39 would eventually produce a common protocol. No further work was ever done on this because there seemed to be no incentive for SMSC manufacturers to adopt such a protocol. However, over recent years problems have arisen with corporates trying to operate SMS business in different networks from a single host running their application because the access protocols to different SMSC’s vary.

There is clearly a balance of advantages and disadvantages here that to be discussed.
