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3GPP TSG-T2/SWG1 (MExE) thanks Sun Microsystems for supporting Eric Chu in providing expertise and advice to the MExE group during the Galway meeting 28th August-1st September.  Eric's expertise has proved to be invaluable and MExE requests that Sun Microsystems to continue this support at its next two meetings scheduled as follows:-

· 26th-28th September, 2000 to be hosted by Nokia in Vuokatti, Finland

· 24th-26th October, 2000: to be hosted by Motorola in Chicago, USA

As part of its 2000 work, the MExE group is progressing its work to standardise a new execution environment in 3rd generation 3GPP mobile handsets based on Sun Microsystems' CLDC/MIDP specifications.  The MExE group had adopted CLDC/MIDP as its new execution platform due to it being particularly suitable for supporting Java applications on small resource constrained devices.  With the worldwide market for UMTS mobile handsets expected to number several hundred million within the short term, the MExE adoption of CLDC/MIDP as a new classmark will create an invaluable new wireless market for the support of CLDC/MIDP's technology.  Together with the worldwide support from software application writers developing applications around the CLDC/MIDP specifications, these 3GPP mobile handsets will be part of the exciting new market for new IP-based multimedia services which will revolutionise mobile services.
