Although not directly addressed by WSG's LS dated 8th August, 2000 on WAP Signed Content, the WSG chair made the LS available to the MExE group for comment. 

Having considered the issues raised, the MExE group has the following views on the 3 main points raised:-

1. Under what circumstances will the signedContent format be expected by the client? 

Certainly e-commerce and m-commerce are major areas for the support of signed content in a mobile device, and services based on these areas will become very significant.  Further, given the significantly increased level of functionality that MExE affords to signed applications compared to unsigned applications, the support of signed WAP content will enable advanced WAP applications to be supported on MExE devices.

2. In which cases should the user be notified of signedContent verification (either successful or unsuccessful)?

From a MExE perspective, signed content which is not able to be successfully authenticated is not allowed to execute, and it makes sense to inform the user of the verification failure (although this is not explicitly required by MExE).  MExE has no requirement to inform the user of a successful verification check, however this may be a manufacturer option.

3. Whose signature should the client check for when signedContent is received? Note that the distributor of the content may not be the author of the content.

Within the MExE environment, signed content may only be executed with a domain whose public key chain is able to authenticate the signature of the signed content.  MExE has no view on whether the distributor or the author is required to sign the content, and this issue may in fact be a business model issue.
