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This document contains recommendations for the future plan for TR21.904.

INTRODUCTION & BACKGROUND

The current version of TR21.904 is v3.2.0, and it incorporates the changes contained in the CR’s approved at the T2#10 meeting of August 31-Sept 4 in Galway, Ireland, and in TSG-T#9 meetings of Sept 20-22, 2000 in Oahu, Hawaii. 

In the T2#8 meeting (Utrecht, May 2000) and TSG-T#8 meeting (Dusseldorf, June 2000) the topic of future work on TR21.904 was discussed. The relevant document which records the discussion is T2-00349, LS to TSG-T1 and RAN-2. T2-00349 also contains a detailed rationale for the approved decisions, the reader is referred to it for further information. The following is an extract from T2-00349 -

At this T2 Meeting, SWG6 and T2 have decided to ask TSG-T to approve the following T2 decisions at the June meeting

1. that the Release 99 of UCR should be maintained until the December 2000 TSG-T Plenary, with possible maintenance beyond end of 2000 to be re-visited at the T2 meeting of November; and 
2. that there should no Work Item generated for the Release 00 of the UCR. 
TSG-T approved this plan in the above-referenced  TSG-T#8 meeting.

It is now appropriate to consider the plan for TR21.904 at this November T2 meeting, as per earlier plan, especially whether Release 99 of 21.904 should be frozen at the December TSG’s with no further maintenance work beyond this time.

PROPOSED PLAN FOR TR21.904

As per the TSG-T decision on June, it is now proposed that Release 99 of 21.904 should be frozen at the end of the December TSG’s, with no further maintenance work beyond this time and no further version up-issues unless further editorial corrections are necessary in the future. 

An additional new factor aids this recommendation, in addition to the rationales considered and approved in the previous TSG-T and T2 meetings. TSG-T1, which had relied on TR21.904 for the work on TS34.123-2 ICS Proforma, has decided to re-structure 34.123-2, thus removing the last requirement for continued maintenance of TR21.904. The main purpose of TR21.904, to serve as a permanent reference for Release 99 Baseline and Service Implementation Capabilities, will be usefully served by the December 2000 version resulting from the changes proposed herein.

Secondly, the status of the 3GPP Core Specifications for Release 99 as of the end of June 2000 is an important watershed milestone, since it represents a freezing of the feature content of the 3GPP Core Specifications. 

Therefore it is appropriate that the Release 99 TR21.904 should continue to reference this stable June 2000 Release and the content of these Core Specifications as v320 currently does. Further, the Section Numbers of the Core Specifications documents referenced in the TR21.904 Annexes, should remain aligned with the June 2000 Release Core Specifications’ section numbers.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the following be approved by SWG2 and T2, and further, that T2 request approval by the TSG-T#10 December meeting –

1. That TR21.904 will be frozen after the changes approved at the December 2000 TSG-T meeting, and no further maintenance will be carried out, and no further version up-issues will be created unless further editorial corrections are necessary in the future. 

2. That the TR21.904 content and referenced Core specification Section numbers will remain as in the current version v320,  aligned with the June versions of the Release 99 Core specifications’ content and section numbers. 
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
