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The TSG T2 SWG2 Terminal Interface sub-working group in 3GPP is currently evaluating an internal 3GPP request for a standardised method of defining bookmarks for use in such things as data synchronisation.  Part of this process includes identifying applicable requirements, standards, and specifications currently in existence or in development by other standards development organisations (SDOs).  This process may also include the definition of any needed standards or formats to bridge existing standards to cover specific 3GPP requirements.

One of the identified potential solutions is the IrDA’s IrMC specification called ‘vBookmark’.  If ‘vBookmark’ proves to be a viable solution, SWG2 would appreciate receiving from the IrDA the same usage considerations as granted for the use of the IrDA’s data synchronisation technology in 1999.  These include royalty-free use, the ability to set up a cross-SDO team to address issues that may need to be accommodated, and the ability to reproduce the IrDA’s vBookmark specification without modification.

SWG2 would be willing to provide a short update presentation on SWG2’s progress to date to the IrDA at the IrDA’s next meeting.

Thank you for your consideration.  SWG2 looks forward to working with the IrDA again.
