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Executive summary

A next joint ad-hoc will be held on the 10-12 of October, preceded by a data description framework ad-hoc on the 8-9 of October. Tentative host: Alcatel, Stuttgart.

Based on several input documents, a draft stage 1, 22.xxx, v0.1.0, was produced and can be found in tdoc 44. It has not been sent outside the ad-hoc group yet.  

Three LSs were agreed to GSM-A, SyncML and WAP Forum (see agenda item 13). Since the ad-hoc cannot send LSs to 3GPP external bodies, the relevant working group chairs must be consulted on how to handle this so that they can be sent. In particular, SyncML is requested to present their work to CN4 at the next CN4 meeting.

What groups need be included in the joint work? So far SA1, SA2, SA3, SA5, and T2 were included. CN4 and T3 should be added. Also SA4, CN5, and possibly CN1?

During the meeting the work of SA5 was presented by Geoffrey Caryer. 

No progress was made for the data description framework due to lack of time.

Ian Park, Vodafone, and Gunilla Bratt, Ericsson, accepted as action item to discuss with the SA1 and SA2 chairs how to co-ordinate the future work.

The status of the SA5 work was presented by Geoffrey Caryer.  The information was new to most of the delegates and a long discussion took place over Tdoc 35. In particular the relevance of Actors and Roles were considered (an Actor is a physical entity with one or more Roles), as well as the OSA relationship. Many delegates felt that the content was too much business model oriented (partly based on MWIF material) to be relevant for the meeting. The roles of Third parties were also not seen to be clearly defined. Section 5, containing Management functions (from 12.02) and Annex 1 on data parameters will be useful as checklists later on.  Another interesting piece of information was that ITU has decided to specify an xml-based meta-language for telecommunications. Since this work has not started it will, however, not be of guidance. In conclusion, the dialogue with SA5 must continue to create a good common understanding to enable a good general framework.

Tdocs 20, 24, and 27 were amalgamated into Tdoc 36 by a drafting group (Paul Amery, Olga Tomé) after a joint discussion. Tdoc 36 was then reviewed on the second day, with input from the discussions on use cases and on Tdoc 21. On the last day the new draft, Tdoc 39, was then reviewed again and the output, Tdoc 44, was agreed by the meeting as the draft stage 1, v.0.1.0. It was felt by some delegates that some material, e.g., parts of Section 5, Section 12, some of the diagrams in Annex A, and Annex B, were more suitable for a stage 2. Most delegates stressed that a diagram is needed in Section 4 for a better understanding, but no agreement could be made on the exact content of such a diagram.  

The use cases were discussed separately and clarifications to the present text were made and one example added (see annex in Tdoc 44).

No conclusion was reached and the discussion will continue at the next joint ad-hoc.
