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Executive summary

Good progress was made during the meeting that was limited to discussions on Data Description Framework related matters.  See Agenda item 13 for output documents and actions. 

TS numbers have been allocated for the GUP specifications. See Agenda item 7 for the TS numbers and names.

The meeting produced new drafts of the SA2 Stage 2, 23.240, v0.2.0, in tdoc 109/111, of the T2 Stage 2, 23.241, v0.2.0, in tdoc 106/112, and of the Stage3 in 24.241, v0.1.0, in tdoc 113.

The forms for the continued work need to be established. How can co-ordinated, time and quality efficient, progress best be made while it at the same time is ensured that the respective WGs can review and progress their specific areas of responsibility according to their requirements. Strong concerns were raised about slips in the time schedule if no work can be done in parallel. Further, it was discussed whether T2 should be asked to take over the responsibility of driving the work (ad-hocs) to progress the work of the DDF and object definitions (23.241, 24.241). See Agenda item 12. 

The next joint ad-hoc on Generic User Profile will be held in Cancun, 3rd-5th of December. Stage 1 matters will next be discussed during the SA1 ad-hoc week in mid-January in Phoenix.

Tdocs 85, 86 and 93 were input for information and reference. The DDF working assumptions approved in Stuttgart were re-iterated for the meeting. The documents were noted.

Linda Werneman, Ericsson SA1 delegate, attended the meeting to give direct information of what happened during the SA1 meeting in Kobe. There was not a separate ad-hoc session held but only discussions in plenary. Paul Amery, Orange, gave his presentation on the Generic User Profile that previously was sent to the GUP list for comments. SA1 discussed how the work on the Stage 1 should proceed and at the end of the meeting approved tdoc 95 (S1-011176) suggesting that Stage 1 drafting should not be done in Cancun, due to problems with SA1 participation, but moved back to SA1.  The next time drafting could be done was then the SA1 ad-hoc week in Phoenix in January.

The meeting discussed this report from SA1 and concerns on slips in the time schedule and problems with co-ordination between WGs were expressed. It was later clarified that SA1 presently has made no undertaking for a particular time schedule. There will be no Stage 1 presented for information in December as was planned in the WID. Due to the fact that the meeting in Lund is a DDF-only ad-hoc, and not the “full” ad-hoc that was addressed in the LS, no response to SA1 will be sent from Lund.

Section 4-5: See tdoc 100 for the new draft. It should be clarified how the DDF applies to existing applications. How and where is the mapping of the formats done; the separation of Data Descriptions and transport format should be made better visible. Section 5.7 should be moved up.

Section 6: Moved to Section x. Should be revised.

Section 7: 7.0-7.3 should be moved to Section 4. 7.4 should be kept and elaborated, in particular concerning the relative number (i.e., one DDF, several DDs, millions of data objects) . See tdoc 101.

Section 8:  Does not really belong to the Stage 2 but concern work program aspects. Should be deleted when the content is treated satisfactorily in another place.

Tdoc 100 was discussed and revised to 107 by the meeting. Tdoc 107 was included in the output draft of  23.240 in tdoc 109/111.

Tdoc 101 was likewise revised to 108 and included in the output draft 23.240. 

The new draft of 23.240 (in tdoc 109/111) still needs to be checked to ensure that all other affected sections are correctly revised after the agreed updates.

Tdoc 66, the input draft of 23.241, was reviewed. Tdoc 104 contains 66 but with the TS number added and would be used as a basis for new drafts. The future of the annexes was considered. Several delegates felt that although Annex C and D contain valuable information, they should not be kept in 23.241 long term. One way forward could be to move them to a report, but there was no agreement on how to proceed other than to keep them for the time being. Annex B and E should be kept and possibly elaborated.

Tdoc 87 was approved without changes.

Tdoc 88 was treated at the same time as 92, since all of 88 was included in 92. After some on-line editing the revised version can be found in tdoc 102. (Note that the heading by mistake was not changed.) The contribution 88 replaces the current chapters “4 Data Description Domains” and “5 Data Description Framework” with better descriptions. In the new Data Description Framework chapter the domains are explained, together with the Generic Profile structure and the Data Description documents required. New chapters have been introduced to explain the main elements used in the Data Descriptions. In total new sections 4 to 11 are introduced. After presentation and discussion the contribution was approved in principle with the general remark that Generic Profile should be exchange with Generic User Profile in several places. 
Tdoc 89 improves the current chapter “6 Datatype Description” in UP-010066 with better descriptions.  The revised version is found in tdoc 105.  XML-schema terminology has been used in some places. Principles to guide the selection of predefined datatypes were considered. Concerns were expressed that too strict limitations would cause problems. It was clarified that the present selection will have to be elaborated in the iterative process of defining the objects, that there is a requirement that the DDF should allow easy extensions, and that it is always easier to be more restrictive at first and then extend the selection, since there will then be no backward compatibility problems, whereas a too extensive selection will have to stay with  the unnecessary additional complexity.  The meeting acknowledged this but there was still a feeling that at least some additions (floating point datatype, union of unions?) are need from the beginning. Rob to check the principles used by SyncML, since they have been through the same work phase.

Tdoc 90 gives some examples of datatypes. There are quite a number of tools available for development based on XML-schema and an included file gives some example output from such tools. The paper was discussed and agreed for inclusion in an annex in the new 23.241 draft.

Tdoc 96 is the latest available version of the draft 27.104, vObjects and Other Constructs for Use in Data Synchronisation. The need for this draft TS was identified mid 2000, but due to some changes of plan it was not finalised for R´4. The intention has all along been that this TS should include (directly or by reference) available objects for common usage. After the work on the GUP has started it has been clear that a wider scope than data synchronisation only is necessary. After off-line discussions by Gunilla with the MCC and the SA1 chairman it has been suggested to renumber the draft to 24.241 to give it a clearer connection to the GUP work. 

Tdoc 110 includes the result of some on-line editing of 96. It was also discussed what areas should be prioritised for the first drafting of objects. Subscription management and MMS was mentioned along with GPRS, tdoc 91, and SA4 needs for capability handling for Packet Streaming. No firm conclusion was made.

Agenda item 12
Plan of continued work

There are many aspects to consider for the continued work:

SA1 wants to treat Stage 1 aspects from now on in SA1 only.

SA2 will not do anything before the Stage1 is formally handed over, but they also feel that it is important that they have full control over the work in their area of responsibility.

The DDF work is very much independent of the above and needs specialists. Furthermore, the amount of work that needs to be done for the object definitions is extensive and delays here will have an impact on other groups (for instance SA5).

Strong concerns were raised about slips in the time schedule if no work can be done in parallel. Further, it was discussed whether T2 should be asked to take over the responsibility of driving the work (ad-hocs) to progress the work of the DDF and object definitions (23.241, 24.241).

It was discussed whether the Cancun ad-hoc should produce a “final” LS to hand over the work to SA1, SA2 and T2, respectively. The problem with this approach (even if the DDF part is done in  T2 ad-hocs) is that joint work is still needed to make sure that for instance SA5, CN4 and CN5 views are taken into account. No clear common view was reached.
