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Dear SWG3 followers,

The recent T3 meeting in Kyoto discussed the issue of storage of MMS parameters.  A draft CR to 3GPP TS 31.102 (in T3-010692), enabling storage of MMS notification(s) and service parameters on the USIM, was presented and discussed at that meeting.  T3 was unable, however, to reach a conclusion regarding this CR due to questions which arose regarding specific usage scenarios and service requirements for MMS.  It was determined that different interpretations of the possible scenarios could lead to different implementations for storing the parameters on the USIM.  For example, the choice of file structure for the notification file impacts whether or not the user is able to search the records.  Another question which arose involved the preferred behaviour when (or if) the notification exceeds the allowable storage limit within the notification file.

There was general agreement that a joint meeting between T2 [SWG3] and interested T3 delegates would be the best way to progress on the issue.  This would probably have to take place in mid-December or mid January.  The following related meetings would need to be taken into account:
