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Terms of Reference of EP SCP (ETSI Project Smart Card Platform)

(as approved by ETSI Board#27, July 2000. Note that the term "newSMG9" was replaced by "EP SCP" in accordance following the approval of that name by ETSI Board#28, September 2000)
1
Responsibilities

The main responsibilities of EP SCP are:

· development and maintenance of a common Integrated Circuit (IC) Card platform for all mobile telecommunication systems;

· development and maintenance of application independent specifications for the IC Card/Terminal Equipment interface of those telecommunication systems under the responsibility of ETSI; (4)

· development and maintenance of application independent IC Card standards for general telecommunication purposes;

· development and maintenance of IC Card standards employing advanced security methods for telecommunications applications such as financial transactions over Mobile Telecommunication Networks ("mobile commerce").

2
Tasks

The main tasks of EP SCP are:

· maintenance of the common platform standards developed by the committee;

· specification of enhancements to the common platform to allow the addition of innovative features and functions;

· specification of generic items for IC Cards for Telecommunications, these include, but are not restricted to:

· interface enhancements such as new commands and improved transmission efficiency,

· application management, including download and load mechanisms,

· electrical/physical parameters and protocol issues,

· advanced security mechanisms and related protocols,

· advanced functionality for use by applications supported by the common platform standards;

· specifications for the use of low voltage technology for telecommunications cards;

· elaboration and maintenance of IC Card related test specifications for the common platform in collaboration with the respective groups of 3GPP and other smart card specification bodies.

3
Organisation

The committee meets at least three times a year in Plenary. These Plenary meetings would normally be co-located with the meeting of at least one of the participating committees using the common platform specifications.

To facilitate a truly international participation, the chairman of EP SCP is invited to exercise the chairman's rights to invite participation in the initial stage from companies involved in the standardisation work for mobile communication systems in 3GPP, 3GPP2, GAIT, T1P1, TR45 and others to be identified.

To facilitate its smooth functioning the committee elects in Plenary a Chairman and two Vice‑Chairmen.

To facilitate the progression of work, Working Parties will be established and closed as and when necessary.

EP SCP will reflect on its work and its future organisational structure (e.g. a Partnership Project) after the first meetings have been held, and will develop a proposal by the end of the year 2000.

4
Liaisons

To facilitate its work, EP SCP shall identify relevant bodies and set up a liaison to these bodies. 

EP SCP has direct liaisons with the relevant bodies of all committees involved in elaborating the common platform. In particular, EP SCP has direct liaisons with those bodies involved in the specification of security matters such as ETSI TC SEC and AHAG.

In addition, EP SCP has liaison with CEN TC224 and other regional/national bodies to be identified. Some informal liaison is handled by delegates attending international standardisation meetings and forums, for example ISO TC68 SC6, ISO/IEC JTC1/SC17, the Java Card Forum and the WAP forum.

Working Group 1: Architecture

Terms of Reference

The purpose of the SCP Working Group 1 (WG1) is to maintain and evolve interface specifications for an inter-operable, multi-application IC card platform (UICC) and develop supporting documentation and models for these specifications.

The main responsibilities of WG1 are:

· Overall coherence, maintenance and, timely and expeditious evolution of a set of core specifications for the UICC platform ;

· Efficient administration of the UICC platform including personalization and application management ;

· Maintenance and evolution of the appropriate interfaces of the UICC platform with other information technology systems, particularly in the areas of communication protocols, data management and data exchange

· Identification of common data elements and data structures across ICC platforms such as phonebooks, databases and bookmarks;

· Liaison with other technical groups and standardization committees  as identified by SCP Plenary.

The working group meets at least once between each SCP plenary meeting.. To facilitate the progression of work, ad hoc meetings will be called for as and when necessary.

Working Group 2: Security

Terms of Reference

The purpose of SCP Working Group 2 (WG2) is to develop and maintain specifications and develop supporting documentation for advanced security methods for applications on the UICC platform such as financial transactions over mobile telecommunication networks (“mobile commerce”). 

The main responsibilities of WG2 are:
· Maintenance and evolution of a set of security specifications for the UICC platform;

· Assessment of the applicability of publicly available documents and owning or adapting standards to ensure that security aspects of services can be supported on the UICC;

· Maintenance and evolution of the appropriate interfaces of the UICC platform with other IT systems in the area of security; 

· Investigation of issues affecting security between applications on the UICC such as secure data sharing;

· Maintenance and evolution of the technical standard covering administrative commands for the UICC platform;
· Liaison with other technical groups and standardisation committees specifically including areas of ICC security as defined by SCP planery (e.g.WAP Forum Security Working Group).

The working group meets at least once between each SCP plenary meeting. To facilitate the progression of work, ad hoc meetings will be called for as and when necessary.

Working Group 3: CAT and API

Terms of Reference

The purpose of the SCP Working Group 3 (WG3) is to maintain, evolve and support the Card Application Toolkit and the Application Programming Interface specifications of the UICC platform.

The main responsibilities of WG3 are:

· Development, maintenance and evolution of the Card Application Toolkit specifications for the UICC platform, to be used by different technologies;

· Development, maintenance and evolution of the generic as well as the language- and runtime-specific Application Programming Interface specifications for the UICC platform;

· Liaison with other technical groups and standardization committees as identified by the SCP plenary to:

· Follow the evolution of specifications related to CAT and API,

· Consider  their requirements  for inclusion into the  specifications,

· Inform them about the work of WG3;

The working group meets at least once between each SCP plenary meeting. To facilitate the progression of work, ad hoc meetings will be called for as and when necessary.
