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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thank SA1 for the LS S5-020177 (S1-020518) and S5-020178 (S1-020519)  “Liaison Statement on 3GPP TSG SA WG 1 MMS SWG” and the attached specification TS 22.140 v500.  

SA5 would like to inform SA1 and T2 that SA5 are currently working on stage 3 for MMS Charging for Rel-5 in its TS 32.235. This work is based on requirements extracted from TS 22.140, TS 23.140 and GSMA BARG specifications.

SA5 have looked at the charging requirements in Clause 8 of TS 22.140 and have the following comments:

1- Clarification is required on the meaning of “upload / download method”.

2- Elaboration is required on “roaming conditions”.

3- SA5 believe that “Indication of Charging” should be the responsibility of T2 to specify in TS 23.140 since T2 are responsible for defining the MMS control messages (here: MM1).

4- “Prepaid subscriptions” will be addressed by SA5 after meeting #28, which according to current 3GPP schedules (i.e. 06/2002) implies it is in Rel-6.

5- So far, SA5 had worked on BARG assumption of “calling party pays”. However, the resulting solution can support “recipient party pays” as well as “split charging”. This will be verified for alignment with SA1, T2 and GSMA requirements in Rel-6.

6- SA5’s understanding is that VASP charging will be addressed in Rel-6. That is because T2 is still in the process of elaborating on MM7 in their current work.

2. Actions:

SA5 requests that SA1 and T2 provide the necessary clarifications and feedback.
