5 Discussion 

5.1 Review of the last meeting report

5.2 Action items from the last meeting

The discussion on Tdoc S5-020025 was moved from the SA5#27 meeting and give the active member the possibility attend on the MMS discussion, who could both not be present at the SA5#27 meeting.

5.3 SWG-B Review of the input documents

Two definitions (Forwarding MMS User Agent and Original MM) added in chapter ‘Definition and Abbreviation’.

A new subchapter ‘Basic Message Flows’ added below the forth chapter ‘Message Flow and CDR Definitions’.

Two basic flows with combined and separate MMS Relay/Server configuration should be included for the both case descriptions. During the discussion on the detailed message flow one main issue was come up: From the operator side exist the requirement of the mandatory acknowledgement of retrieve MM procedure by the recipient user agent. The send of the MM1_acknowledgement. REQ message must defined mandatory on this interfaces otherwise exit no guarantee for the operator of the successful MM delivery to the recipient user agent. 

For individual and interoperator charging purposes the MM1 and MM4 messages based CDR generations are decided and agreed for the originated and recipient user agent activities.

On the originated side message trigger defines by the following eight CDRs:

· Originator MM1 Submission Record (O1S-CDR),

· Originator MM4 Forward Request Record (O4FRq-CDR),

· Originator MM4 Forward Response Record (O4FRs-CDR),

· Originator MM4 Delivery Report Record (O4D-CDR),

· Originator MM1 Delivery Report Record (O1D-CDR),

· Originator MM4 Read Reply Report Record (O4R-CDR),

· Originator MM1 Read Reply Originator Record (O1R-CDR) 

and for the indication of the MM deletion on the Originator MMS Relay/Server

· Originator MM Deletion Record (OMD-CDR)

On the recipient side message trigger defines by the following twelve CDRs:

· Recipient MM4 Forward  Record (R4F-CDR),

· Recipient MM1 Notification Request Record (R1NRq-CDR),

· Recipient MM1 Notification Response Record (R1NRs-CDR),

· Recipient MM1 Retrieve Request Record (R1RtRq-CDR),

· Recipient MM1 Retrieve Response Record (R1RtRs-CDR),

· Recipient MM1 Acknowledgement Record (R1A-CDR),

· Recipient MM4 Delivery Report Request Record (R4DRq-CDR),

· Recipient MM4 Delivery Report Response Record (R4DRs-CDR),

· Recipient MM1 Read Reply Recipient Record (R1RR-CDR),

· Recipient MM4 Read Reply Report Request Record (R4RRq-CDR),

The additional CDR in case of MM forwarding on the MMS Relay/Server was mentioned but not discussed at the moment.

Some points of the discussion on the detailed parameter description:

· Access Correlation

The parameter delivery should be containing an option to be an empty string if the parameter isn’t available.

· Charge Information

The delivery of this parameter by the MMS Relay/Server isn’t clear at the moment.

· Message Size 

This parameter should be independent of the signalling header and reflect only the used data of the user agent 

therefore the message size may be the summed-up amount of all individual media component sizes.  

The CR was modified with the added agreements and the new version can be found in Tdoc S5-024045.
