At SA5-SWGB#27, SA5 identified a need for having the acknowledgement of MM retrieval mandatory.

Excerpt from S5-024046 SWGB#27bis_Service Charging_Report:

“… During the discussion on the detailed message flow one main issue was come up: From the operator side exist the requirement of the mandatory acknowledgement of retrieve MM procedure by the recipient user agent. The send of the MM1_acknowledgement. REQ message must defined mandatory on this interfaces otherwise exit no guarantee for the operator of the successful MM delivery to the recipient user agent. “
This requirement was reflected in REL-4 of 3G TS 23.140, MMS stage 2 with the attached CR which was approved at T2#17. WAP MMDC is now encouraged to reflect this requirement also in their implementation of the MM1 reference point at their earliest opportunity – preferably from MMS R’99 (which corresponds to WAP MMS version 1.0) onward.
