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1. Overall Description:

EP SCP WG1 thank 3GPP T3 for their LS on MMS capability of the card, which received due consideration by the working group. The concerns of T3 generated some interesting discussions, particularly as they are related to existing EP SCP work items.

The 2 seconds availability recommendation on the card/terminal interface is currently reflected in the SCP specifications and will be kept in mind when developing new mechanisms that could potentially tie up the interface for long durations. 

The work item to enhance the UICC/terminal communication is scheduled to provide sizeable enhancements to the interface speed to be incorporated in Release 6, which will be closed at SCP #15 in December 2003. The enhanced speeds will be defined as an optional feature for Release 6 and it will be up to the applications to decide whether they should take advantage of them. The work item to support the management of large files (over 32KB in size) has a similar time schedule and is expected to use a command chaining mechanism using odd INS bytes. The transport of large blocks of data should also be eased by the use of expanded TLVs in commands such as ENVELOPE. Both of the above mechanisms are currently being incorporated in the new revision of ISO/IEC 7816 Part 4. SCP will do their best to keep these work items on schedule and calls for the cooperation of all interested parties to support this endeavour. Any specific request that T3 would like SCP to consider in relation to the above subjects will be the object of careful attention by EP SCP WG1.

EP SCP WG1 will keep T3 informed of any improvement to their specifications and looks forward to a fruitful cooperation with T3 on the above topics.
