Hi, Everyone,

Hope the Summer is treating you Royally.

Should T2-SWG2 do some work on WLAN Interworking? Would some Company or Companies like to propose a Work Item on this topic at the August meeting?

We have been discussing WLAN Interworking since January. In fact, we now have a relatively permanent (as permanent as these things are, I guess) Agendum on WLAN Functionality in the SWG2 Meeting Agenda and Report. 

In January, Toshiba America submitted contributions on the topic and we received an LS from SA1 and sent them a reply. 

In May SA2 had an LS with a question to us asking us to assess UE complexity for scenarios related to UE Tunneling they were considering for 23.234, and we invited the SA2 LS author to join our meeting for a fruitful and interesting discussion. Coming out of the May SWG2 meeting are also two action items for all members, repeated below -  

    AP 21.2: All members should review the draft of the specification S2-031885 and the TS-23.234 v.190 

       LS statement for feasibility and impacts of UE’s for tunneling. SWG2 should have a response in August. 

       Interim discussions should take place on the reflector.

    AP 21.3: All members should review all specifications for impacts to WLAN.

The Specs in question are 22.934, and 23.234. 23.234 was submitted to TSG-SA in June for information, and is planned to be submitted for approval to TSG-SA in September. Thus it is time to have our inputs to these specs at the SWG2 August meeting. 

I would like to gently encourage Members to consider these AP's, and discuss on the Reflector prior to the SWG2 August meeting.

So, Should we do some work? Work could consist of an FS feasibility study, or TR Technical Report or a TS, and could consider UE impacts, complexities, etc.

What do Members think?
