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1. Overall Description:

3GPP T2 would like to thank ETSI SCP-WG3 for their LS on Text Attributes in Enhanced Messaging Service, T2-030385. ETSI SCP-WG3 highlighted that their Card Application Toolkit specification makes references to the Text Attributes specified in TS 23.040 clause 3.10 – which states:

“However, it is highly recommended that all of these features are implemented otherwise interoperability problems at the application level may result.”

SCP-WG3 asked for clarification about the term “highly recommended” and if it were not possible to change this term into a “shall”.

T2 would like to inform ETSI SCP-WG3 that the Enhanced Messaging Service, and as such the Text Attributes in EMS, is a optional feature. This is the reason for not having a “shall” statement in the specification. 

Furthermore, T2 does not intend to change the optional status of the EMS functionality. Hence, T2 would like to inform SCP-WG3, that T2 does not plan to change the “highly recommended” into a “shall”.
