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In LS T2-040276, OMA ask T2 to consider the instance where the terminal wants the MMS R/S to delete an MM.

OMA mentions that, following discussions, they see more appropriate to create a new PDU, rather than reusing the current NotifyResp.

It is Sony Ericsson & Ericsson understanding & opinion that:

· M-NotifyResp.ind is already is used in 2 different flows

· Reusing it for a third (i.e., delete) would be a 3rd flow. This could lead to backward compatibility problems.  Example: the terminal only sends M-NotifyResp.ind with 'delete' after a previous M-NotifyResp.ind that indicates 'deferred', an old relay/server should just ignore a second PDU. However, if a terminal mistakenly sends the first M-NotifyResp.ind with 'delete', an old relay/server wouldn't understand this value which might cause problems.

· As well, if the M-NotifyResp.ind is reused, what would be the value of the transactionID that we woud use? The transaction-ID from the Notification will be used on the first NotiftResp. What to use on the other? It would change the general way how transaction-id's are supposed to be used to include it in a second PDU and transaction.

So, in conclusion, we advise creating a new PDU for deletion.
