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1. Overall Description:

T3 thanks S3 for their LS S3-010554 on the definition of the IMS SIM (ISIM.)  T3 confirms that some delegates will be available to meet on this topic on November 26 in Sophia Antipolis. 

T3 has started work to define the ISIM application.  Attached are a work item description and a discussion document with our current understandings.  This will be further developed via email discussion before the November 26 meeting.  These documents will also be shared with the groups meeting in Cancun the week of November 26-30. 

Note that operators desire the ability to access IMS using a Release 99 USIM (as it was possible to use a GSM SIM card for GPRS.)  The separation of IMS identities and security information is the key issue. We have also started a specification for the ISIM application, structured on the USIM application specification (31.102.)  

T3 looks forward to the joint meeting with S3 to further develop the ISIM application specification.
