1. Overall Description:

At T2#17 the attached document T2-020518, CR 22.140 REL-5 - Automatic bearer selection for MMS delivery and submission (SP-020195) was discussed. This CR to MMS stage 1 was recently approved at SA#15 as a new requirement for MMS REL-5. Excerpt from the CR:

Preferred Bearer

It shall be possible to define a list of precedence for bearers in the configuration parameters for delivery and submission of MM (e.g. GPRS, CSD, SMS and possibly USSD). The terminal shall be able to support automatic bearer selection (i.e. without user intervention) based on the order of precedence defined in a list of bearers on the USIM. The user shall be able to enable or disable automatic bearer selection. When disabled, manual bearer selection shall be available from the list of bearers.
2. Impact on 23.140:

After review of the CR it is T2’s understanding that this new requirement does require a change to the current MMS stage 2 specification, 23.140. The required change is understood to be the MMS UA’s service behaviour w.r.t. the precedence list on the USIM. This change is reflected in the attached MMS stage 2 CR on Automatic Bearer Selection for MMS that was approved at T2#17.

3. Impact on 31.102:

In addition, according to T2’s understanding the new requirement might affect 31.102 (USIM) which is under control of T3. In particular T2 is not aware of any mechanism in the current USIM specification which would allow to indicate an order of precedence in a list of bearers on the USIM.

4. Suggestion for 22.140:

Moreover, T2 would like to ensure that SA1, T2 and T3 share the same understanding of the requirement. Namely that SA1’s MMS stage 1 terminology “bearers in the configuration parameters for delivery and submission of MM” refers to the “Interface to core network … and bearer information” which is a subset of the “MMS connectivity information” in the terminology of 23.140, Annex F. (Note that the revised Annex F as approved at T2#17 is also attached.)

The MMS stage 1 now mentions SMS and USSD as example bearers for delivery and submission of MMs. This is misleading as there is no such bearers for delivery and submission of MMs defined. It is suggested that SA1 remove these two example bearers from the quoted section of 22.140.

5. Outlook:
During the discussions on the possible impact the stage 1 CR might have on 23.140 the question came up whether in the future there should be an additional requirement for a distinction between the precedence of bearer selection in roaming and in non-roaming case. T2 would like to inform SA1 about this discussion as for SA1 to possibly consider such a distinction in post-REL-5 MMS stage 1.

2. Actions:

To SA1 group.

ACTION: 
T2 asks SA1 to confirm T2’s understanding that the new requirement does only require changes on the MMS UA’s service behaviour w.r.t. the precedence list on the USIM as described in section “2. Impact on 23.140” above.

ACTION: 
T2 kindly asks SA1 to confirm that SA1 shares T2’s understanding of the requirement. Namely that SA1’s MMS stage 1 terminology “bearers in the configuration parameters for delivery and submission of MM” refers to the “Interface to core network … and bearer information” which is a subset of the “MMS connectivity information” in the terminology of 23.140, Annex F. (Note that the revised Annex F as approved at T2#17 is also attached.)

ACTION: 
T2 suggests that SA1 remove these two example bearers, SMS and USSD from the quoted section of 22.140.

ACTION: 
T2 would like to inform SA1 that a question came up whether in the future there should be an additional requirement for a distinction between the precedence of bearer selection in roaming and in non-roaming case. T2 would like SA1 to inform T2 and T3 in a timely fashion if in the future such a requirement is introduced.

To T3 group.

ACTION: 
T2 suggests that T3 takes T2’s understanding – i.e., that SA1’s MMS stage 1 requirement for “bearers in the configuration parameters for delivery and submission of MM” relates to the “Interface to core network … and bearer information” which is a subset of the “MMS connectivity information” in the terminology of 23.140, Annex F – as starting point for considering their implementation of the new stage 1 requirement in order to fulfil the requirement by T#16 / SA#16 as was requested at SA#15.

ACTION: 
T2 kindly asks T3 to elaborate a mechanism on the USIM to distinguish between sets of configuration information preset by the issuer of the USIM and sets of configuration information which is set by someone else, e.g. the user – cf. section “3. Impact on 31.102” above.
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
