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1. Overall Description:

1.1 Terminal Profile value reservation

In TS 31.111 Rel5 and ETSI 102 223 toolkit specifications, Byte 18 Bit 5 was used to code two different values with totally different meanings:

· “Call control on GPRS”, in 3GPP spec,

· “Proactive UICC: Provide Local Information (ESN)”, in SCP spec.

This was leading to an inconsistency between these two core specifications.

To correct this problem, T3 has decided to move their value from bit 5 to bit 6, and to reserve bit 5 for ETSI SCP usage.

To avoid any further similar inconsistency problem, this time with bit 6, T3 would like to have Byte 18 Bit 6 of the Terminal Profile from ETSI 102 223 Rel-5 and above reserved the same way for 3GPP usage.

1.2 Correction to Bearer Independent functionality to clarify the actions taken when a Link Drops

In TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 there was a lack of specification as to how the SIM and USIM and ME react to a link error condition.

3GPP-T3 has decided to amend TS 11.14 R99 and TS 31.111 R99 to clarify the operation in this area as in attached documents: T3 030170 and T3 030171.

3GPP-T3 kindly asks ETSI SCP-WG3 to alter ETSI 102 223 toolkit specifications accordingly.

2. Actions:

To ETSI SCP-WG3 group.

ACTIONs: 

· 3GPP-T3 kindly asks ETSI SCP-WG3 group to reserve the value of Byte 18 Bit 6 for 3GPP.

· 3GPP-T3 kindly asks ETSI SCP-WG3 to alter ETSI 102 223 toolkit specifications accordingly.
