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As stated in the GERAN#12 meeting report document Draft_GP#12_Report_V003.doc, the question of the transferability of the 3GPP TS 11.10-4 R99 spec from GERAN to T3 was conditioned by clarifications on the handling of signalling messages : 

· “[…] No reference to specific messages shall be included in the test case. It was agreed that wording similar to the following should be used instead: 'The SS and ME setup the call' and 'This involves several messages'. It was noted that the way of specifying the set up call is not consistent throughout the different test cases. This will be done in a later stage with another CR. […]

AP12.1: Gemplus to clarify the signalling between the SS and the ME. Messages exchanged with the SS shall not be specified in detail, it is better to specify them with macros.

[…]

It was agreed that when the interaction with the network is done in a more independent way the issue of transferring to T3 responsibility will be discussed again. For the moment, it will stay under the GERAN responsibility.”

As an achievement of AP12.1 stated above, the idea is to use macros:

Therefore Orga Test Systems and Gemplus will joint efforts to issue a CR on TS 11.10-4 v8.1.0 to introduce macros in all the test sequence tables where SS ( ME exchanges are involved, and declare the corresponding macro definitions in a new specific section.

The advantage of this new presentation is to:

· Make the 11.10-4 test spec network independent, and more focussed on the SIM Toolkit testing, which is this specification claimed purpose.

· Concentrate the Network information in the same section and thus make easier its monitoring, rather than having to browse through the whole document body. 

· Make the Toolkit test sequences more readable by the use of macros that lighten the test sequences and avoid systematic replications of the same steps

· Correct some test cases where the ME <->SS exchanges may be imprecise as currently detailed in the current spec

The use of such type of macros was already done in the 3GPP TS 51.010-1 v5.1.0 (where macros are defined in section 40, and used wherever needed in the specification).

The attached document is a first draft CR showing for some test cases what it is intended to do.
