The splintergroup looked again to document T3-030515 to see what the conclusion of the last T plenary was.

Document T3-030602 contained a CR on STK commands and event for MMS management, which defines two new STK commands “SEND MM” and “RECEIVE MM” and a new event MM available.

It was commented that the aims, what need to be reached are similar as the bearer independent protocol. T3 should also investigate the use of the bearer independent protocol for fulfilling the SA1 requirements.

It was stated that BIP could be a technical solution, but is not common used feature in the mobile phone. A comment to this was that a new command will also not be immediately a common used feature by the mobile phone. Further, it was commented that a SEND MM could be useful.

Another comment was that, when the Smart Card composes the MM for sending the MM, then the Smart Card must know about MMS encoding. It might be better that ME (MMS User Agent) composes the MM and the Smart Card delivers the terminal all the information the terminal needs to compose an MM. This might be not possible when the Bearer Independent Protocol is used.

It was commented that at the moment there is only a approved requirement for sending an MM.

Two possible implementations for sending and receiving MMs were identified:

· Using new STK commands for sending and receiving MMs.

· Using the bearer independent Protocol.

It was commented that T2 was asked by T to review the feasibility of using MMS for transporting data to the USAT, the original intention with MMS has been to transport information entered/created by the user. This info might be usefull for T3.

It was commented that there are three different MMS aspects:

· The management of MMS between Smart Card and terminal.

· The usage of MMS as bearer.

· The storage of MMs on the Smart Card.

Another comment was that there might be security needed for special MMS content, transfered between Smart Card and terminal. 

The MMS splintergroup concluded that an ad hoc meeting on MMS is needed. It was agreed in the splintergroup that the ad hoc meeting will be an ad hoc for all T3 MMS aspects on which SA1 requirements are approved. Suggested was a three days ad hoc meeting in the beginning of October.

Further there was also a comment to the details of the CR T3-030602. it was commented that it might be better to define the in the CR defined new bits for send multimedia message and receive multimedia message in the profile download structure in a new byte.

Document T3-030602 on Addition of a “Multimedia Messages send/retrieve capability” in the USIM Service Table was not discussed in the splintergroup.
