This a reply from SA1 to the LS we sent last time. SA1 says they like solution 1 (use of legacy SIM – no impact on T3 specs) and solution 3 (use of USIM with EAP-AKA, additional provisioning files).

Comments:

1)  there is in fact a  4th solution : EAP SIM using a USIM in GSM security context. See Tdoc T3-030595.

2) About files:

- identities files: to be done in collaboration with SA2, in order to ensure that they are really used by the procedures.

- network selection files: SA1 CR already approved paving the way for this (see SP-030327, CR 051 to 22.011 "Network Selection requirements for WLAN Interworking"). Again, if we define files, this should be done in conjunction with the 3GPP WG in charge of defining network selection procedures (who are they ?).

3)  Use of a WLAN application on the UICC that would offer both authentication & files. Is it covered by SA1’s LS : probably yes.

T3-030594 is a revision of T3-030394 which was approved at the last T3 (#27) but then rejected at TSG-T#20. It is further revised as T3-030627 (see below).

This presentation highlights the benefits of this solution, solving security issues for operators who don’t want to upgrade fully their infrastructure to 3G.

Comment that this presentation should be done also to SA3.

Which scenario does this cover ? Answer:

· USIM : with GSM security context

· AAA : uses EAP-SIM

· HLR/AuC : 2G or 3G  

Note that if it is a 2G HLR/AuC, then there is a problem when the USIM is inserted in a 3G terminal on a 3G network; authentication will be refused by the ME, according to the S3 and CN1 specs.
