3) Authentication

Tdoc T3-040077: LS from SCP "LS on ETSI TS 102.310 for information"

A quick review of the SCP proposal was made, with the following remarks:

Clash of AUTHENTICATE command:

· if in a separate ADF, no problem (see Tdoc T3-040058)

· if in a specific DF (e.g. under the USIM), the AUTHENTICATE here would override the USIM AUTHENTICATE; some modifications are needed in 31.102 because it is stated now that the USIM authentication can occur whatever the DF under the USIM.

Record length of EF(DIR):

The '73' tag could be used to identify that the USIM is "EAP-enabled".

An ETSI-SCP issue. Anyway the record length is not fixed.

Some delegates expressed that ETSI-SCP work would not be relevant for 3GPP, as they have chosen an option which was forbidden by SA1 (enhanced EAP-SIM).

To be checked over night and come back with comments & propose LS to SCP if needed.

4) Application or DF

Tdoc T3-040058 : Gemplus: "Advantages of an optional application on UICC to support I-WLAN authentication"

Action from to G+ to draft an LS to SA1 cc:GSMA-ScaG (with attached document T3-040058) telling them that the separate application is the current assumption of T3, and asking them to confirm it's in line with SA1 requirements. EAP-AKA must be supported by this WLAN application. See Tdoc T3-040147.

Tdoc T3-040126: letter from WSCC chairman to the T3 and the ETSI-SCP chairman

Asking to set up formal liaison.

Clarification that setting up a discussion channel does not imply that T3 would be obliged to take any solution coming from WSCC.

T3-040141 (SCP-040079): Letter from ETSI-SCP to WSCC

SCP has proposed to WSCC cross-presentation before discussing liaison.

Axalto&Gemplus volunteer to make an LS to TSG-T recommending the establishment of a liaison with WLAN-SCC (attached letter+WSCC presentation) explaining what topics are related to 3GPP-T3 work.
