3GPP-T3 would like to inform SCP-REQ of an existing requirement in the 3GPP TS 22.038 release 7 specification, indicating the following:

USAT proactive capability

start an ME-based application that the USAT application knows about. For example USAT applications have the ability to launch a micro-browser if provided by the ME as already described in this document (see Interactions with MExE), or may ask the ME to initiate a data synchronisation process. 

Note: addressing of ME applications and other relevant parameters if needed, shall be properly defined by the corresponding USAT specifications.  

When discussing a CR proposal to implement this Launch Application feature (see T3-040478 attached), it came to T3 attention that this could be an interesting Radio Technology independent feature.

Therefore, T3 would like to know if SCP-Req could be interested to endorse this requirement for the SCP specifications, and to implement it in their CAT specification as a generic feature for release 7.
