Report of UICC Ad Hoc Group
Dr Jongsoo Choi (TTA) presented a report from the UICC Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/OP#30(13)09].  The original intention had been for the Ad Hoc Group to present its recommendations for decision at this OP meeting.  However, as UICC standardization was still being discussed within ETSI, it had not been possible to draw any conclusions at this time.  Instead, the Ad Hoc Group proposed that the work be extended for one further year with final recommendations expected by October 2014.  This proposal was approved by the Partners.

 Timeline for the UICC Ad Hoc Group extended with final recommendations now expected by October 2014 [3GPP/OP#30(13)09].

TETRA + Critical Communications Association (TCCA) as a Market Representation Partner in 3GPP
The Partners had already accepted TCCA as a Market Representation Partner in 3GPP by correspondence.  Mr Kidner (TCCA), assisted by Mr Gray (TCCA) gave a presentation on the work of TCCA [3GPP/OP#30(13)08].

The Chairman noted that considerable work was being undertaken within ITU-R on Public protection and Disaster Relief, recommending that TCCA may wish to take note of this work.  In addition, the Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) were also very active in this area (especially within the Wireless Group).  Mr Gray confirmed that TCCA were working with the ITU on spectrum matters and would be present at the forthcoming ITU Telecom World event to be held in Bangkok.
