Also Attached to the Report was a Reminder for the OPs on what was required to comply with ITU-R procedures as it relates to Revision 11 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 (RP-120242).  This document was noted.  Mr Blust (ITU-R WP5D Chairman) recommended that the Organizational Partners keep the 3GPP RAN ITU-R Co-ordinator (Mr Magnani) informed as they complete each step of the process in order to aid co-ordination.
Attached to the Report was a document outlining the 3GPP planning and Organizational Partners scheduling for submission of material on LTE-Advanced toward Rev. 1 of Rec. ITU-R M.2012 (IMT-Advanced) (RP-120243).  The PCG endorsed the planning and scheduling as proposed noting that the 3GPP update to Revision 1 of ITU-R M.2012 would be based on the March 2013 versions of 3GPP Release 11 specifications.

7.2 Marketing and Communications
The Secretary, on behalf of Mr Flynn (Marcoms Officer), presented a Communications Plan which contained an update on the marketing and communications activities for the remainder of 2012 [3GPP/PCG#28(12)08].
The plan to consider the introduction of a website designed specifically for access by mobile devices (i.e. a “dot.Mobi” site) was well received by the PCG and encouragement given for this plan to be pursued.
A discussion took place on the regional event which was planned to take place at the end of 2012 in China.  The proposed event was supported by CCSA and TDIA who would play an active role in the execution of the event.  However, any plans to hold such an events in other regions should be considered on a case-by-case basis.
The Marcoms Officer had proposed that, when the time came to evolve the current 3GPP system into a new direction, proper consideration should be given to appropriate branding at the outset of that work rather than allowing the work item code to become the de facto branding as was the case with LTE.  It was expected that the TSG Chairmen would give early warning of the next evolution step so that appropriate branding may be determined.  It was also noted that care should be exercised in naming workshops on this subject, else that name may be misconstrued as the brand name of the next evolutionary step.
The intention to introduce a 3GPP Awards Scheme, in which the TSG Chairmen would play the principle role, was noted by the PCG

8 Working Procedures and Working Methods

TSG SA had questioned whether the current text within the Working Procedures concerning work with external bodies was sufficient and whether Article 52 should then be amended [3GPP/PCG#28(12)17].  After due consideration the PCG concluded that Article 52 had provided appropriate guidance since the creation of 3GPP and that there did not appear to be sufficient grounds to amend it.  However, should difficulties arise in the use of this Article in the future, then the PCG Chairman should be informed and he would then take immediate measures to conduct a review of the Article.
