The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#34(15)03].  All actions had been discharged.
4
Management Reports from TSGs

4.1
TSG CT
Mr Monrad (TSG CT outgoing Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#34(15)04].  There were no matters arising from this report.
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Flore (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#34(15)05].  
Mr Hadden questioned the large number of carrier aggregation work items that were ongoing in TSG RAN and whether any note was taken of the commercial viability of the various band combinations being considered.  It was noted that TSG RAN took each proposal on face value and did not attempt to prioritise each combination, leaving the decision on the viability of each unique combination to the proposers.
Mr Flore (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a tentative timeline for the production of 5G standards which had been developed by the TSGs [3GPP/PCG#34(15)17].  It was noted that a RAN 5G Workshop would be held September 2015, a RAN 5G Study Item expected to be created in December 2015 and the functional freezing of the related specifications expected by December 2019.  This would enable 3GPP Partners to make submissions to the ITU in accordance with the schedule they have set.  It was also noted that this was a tentative plan which would need to be confirmed following the World Radio Conference which was scheduled to take place at the end of 2015.  

Integral within the proposed timeline, was the need for a name to be selected for the new radio access technology.  This is further discussed under section 8.2 of this report.

4.3
GERAN
Mr Olof Liberg (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#34(15)06].  
Mr Liberg reported that TSG GERAN WG3 had recently adopted the habit of meeting electronically with the result that the voting list now contained a very limited number of eligible voters.  Moreover, the term of office of the WG3 Chairman was coming to an end and so it would soon be necessary to elect a chairman for the next term.  Guidance had been sought on how such an election should take place.  The PCG confirmed that TSG GERAN WG3 could continue to meet electronically but that, due to the nature of their voting list, the election of WG3 Chairman should take place within the parent body (i.e., TSG GERAN).

Decision PCG34/2:
Election for the Chairman of TSG GERAN WG3 to be conducted by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#34(15)06].
Mr Liberg had also reported on the progress being made within TSG GERAN on the study of new radio access technologies for Cellular Internet of Things (CIoT) applications.  Six candidate technologies had currently been identified, some of which represented an evolution of the existing GERAN technology and some of which had been described as a “clean slate” approach.  Those which had been described as a “clean slate” approach were currently outside of the Terms of Reference of TSG GERAN and the question had been raised as to how TSG GERAN should now proceed.
Mr Grant (ETSI) proposed that, given the nature of the current TSG GERAN work and the need for closer coordination with TSG RAN, consideration should be given to the merger of these two entities [3GPP/PCG#34(15)29].  Mr Zelmer (ATIS) presented a similar proposal, with the difference that rather than a merger, TSG GERAN should be moved into TSG RAN as a separated Working Group in 2016 (e.g., RAN6) [3GPP/PCG#34(15)30].  
Considering the future organizational structure, it was agreed in principle that TSG RAN and TSG GERAN should be formed into a single TSG, taking into account the comments raised within the ETSI and ATIS contributions.  The TSG RAN and TSG GERAN Chairmen were requested to bring a clear proposal to PCG#35 on how this will be achieved.
Decision PCG34/3:
TSG RAN and TSG GERAN to be formed into a single TSG taking into account the comments raised in documents 3GPP/PCG#34(15)29&30
Action PCG34/1: TSG RAN and TSG GERAN Chairmen to bring a clear proposal to PCG#35 on how TSG RAN and TSG GERAN will be formed into a single TSG, taking into account the comments raised in documents 3GPP/PCG#34(15)29&30].
Considering the ongoing study on new radio access technologies for CIoT, it was agreed that the study should continue within TSG GERAN.  Normative work resulting from that study which is based on an evolution of the existing GERAN technology, should be done within TSG GERAN and this should not necessitate a change of TSG GERAN Terms of Reference.  However, in order to better facilitate harmonization and to reduce any unnecessary delays, normative work resulting from the study which falls within the “clean slate” description, should be undertaken within TSG RAN.  A more detailed description of the methodology to be used to achieve these two objectives was prepared and approved by the PCG as contained in document 3GPP/PCG#34(15)39r2.
Decision PCG34/4:
Normative work resulting from the TSG GERAN study on CIoT which is based on an evolution of the existing GERAN technology, to be done within TSG GERAN.  Normative work resulting from the study which falls within the “clean slate” description, to be undertaken within TSG RAN.  The methodology to be adopted in both cases shall be that described in document 3GPP/PCG#34(15)39r2.  
4.4
TSG SA
Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman elect) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#34(15)07].  
The following Liaison Statements received by the PCG on the subject of Critical Communications were noted:

Mr Kidner (TCCA) expressed his satisfaction concerning the creation of the new working group SA6, but also expressed the TCCA concerns that care was needed in the selection of technical solutions for critical communications functionality [3GPP/PCG#34(15)35].  In particular, the proposed mandatory use of IMS in the delivery of mission critical push to talk (MCPTT) services was questioned.  The respective chairmen were requested to note the concerns raised.

3GPP Support

8.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#34(15)27].  
In addition to the written report, the Secretary reported that good progress had been made in the preparation of online anti-trust compliance training that was expected to be available by the second half of 2015.
8.2
Marketing and Communications
Mr Flynn (Marcoms Officer), presented a report of the marketing and communications activities that had taken place since the last meeting and the outlook for activities expected to take place during the rest of the year [3GPP/PCG#34(15)28]. 
Also presented was a chronology of the decisions and actions that had taken place in respect of LTE brand evolution since PCG#29 (October 2012) [3GPP/PCG#34(15)38].
At the previous PCG meeting, the Marcoms Officer had been requested to work with the TSG Leadership in order to define the LTE brand evolution.  The result of that work had been the proposal that a new Marker should be introduced from Release 13 onwards and that the marker should be “LTEextra” [3GPP/PCG#34(15)15r1].  The TSG RAN, CT and SA Chairmen had substantiated the reason why a new marker should apply from Release 13 onwards [3GPP/PCG#34(15)23].   

Ms Marchetto (ATIS) presented the ATIS view that establishing a new marker for Release 13 and beyond was appropriate but that more time was needed to consider the precise nature of that marker [3GPP/PCG#34(15)31].  Moreover, a new Ad Hoc Group (expanded to include interested IMs, OPs, and MRPs) with new terms of reference should be newly commissioned to work further on the Release 13 marker and also take into consideration the linkage to the longer term 5G branding.  The proposal had been further developed by the TSG RAN and TSG SA Chairmen [3GPP/PCG#34(15)33].  
Some indicated that “LTE extra” was not an acceptable brand since the term “extra” has a “temporary” meaning in some parts of the world.  After some discussion it was confirmed that a new marker was needed to describe 3GPP specifications from Release 13 onwards.  However, further work was required to determine the exact nature of that marker.  Considering that the PCG already has a Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group that had been working on this subject, it was agreed to update the Terms of Reference and task that Ad Hoc Group to finalise the selection of the marker.  Mr Bertenyi (Immediate Past TSG SA Chairman) was requested to assist Mr Flynn (Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group Chairman) in leading this task.  Efforts should be made to expand the population within the Ad Hoc Group such that it is more representative of Individual Members and 3GPP Partners, including individuals having marketing and communications expertise.  A clear proposal for the new marker should be made to PCG#35 using the more detailed methodology contained within slide 5 of contribution 3GPP/PCG#34(15)33.  It was noted that work on the definition of a name to describe the anticipated future 5G radio technology would be required but that this should not commence until after PCG#35.
Decision PCG34/7:
The need for a new marker for Release 13 onwards confirmed by the PCG [3GPP/PCG#34(15)26].
Action PCG34/2: PCG Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group (expanded as appropriate), led by Mr Bertenyi (Immediate Past TSG SA Chairman) and Mr Flynn (Marcoms Officer) to finalise the selection of a new marker for Release 13 onwards using the more detailed methodology contained within slide 5 of contribution 3GPP/PCG#34(15)33.  The recommended name and logo of the new marker are to be submitted to PCG#35 for consideration and approval.  (Work for the definition of a name to describe the anticipated future 5G radio technology should not commence until after PCG#35.)
9
Working Procedures and Working Methods

The Working Procedures Group had been requested to work with the ETSI Legal Counsel to resolve comments relating to the TruePosition settlement.  This work had already been completed and approved by the PCG by correspondence [3GPP/PCG#33(15)14]. 

Mr Hayes (Working Procedures Ad Hoc Group Convenor) presented the results of the discussion that had taken place concerning leadership “balance”, together with a statistical analysis of election results since the beginning of 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#33(15)24].  It had not been possible to reach consensus within the Ad Hoc Group on any of the proposals that had been formulated, which led the Convenor to propose either the deletion of all balance related requirements within the Working Procedures, or that no changes should be made at all. After due consideration, it was agreed that no action should be taken at this PCG meeting but that further consideration may be given to the subject at PCG#35.
Mr Zelmer (ATIS) presented the proposal that, given the sensitive nature of all liaison statements that were directed at Governmental or Regulatory bodies, they should be approved by the PCG before onward transmission [3GPP/PCG#33(15)32].  It was not known to what extent liaison statements of this nature were produced by 3GPP and that more statistical analysis may help in determining the magnitude of the problem.  However, there was a general concern that this proposal would increase the workload within 3GPP and introduce delay.  In light of the comments received Mr Zelmer withdrew this proposal.
