13.7  Authorization of QoS Attributes

When the PDP context is activated or modified, for an IMS session where service-based local palicy is applied, the MS
can check that the values of some requested QoS attributes, e.g. Guaranteed or Maximum Bitrate uplink and downlink,
do not exceed the values of the corresponding Maximum Authorized QoS attributes, e.g. Maximum Authorized
Bandwidth uplink and downlink. The values of the Maximum Authorized QoS attributes are derived from the SDP
parameters of the IMS media components identified. The rules for deriving the Maximum Authorized QoS attributes
per IMS media component and per PDP context are specified in 3GPP TS 29.208 [53].
