Travel information
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Arriving at Heathrow airport ...       and reaching Henley by taxi or car:


It’s best to take a taxi or hire a car. It takes about 40 minutes from the airport to the hotel.

The taxi fare will be approx. 55 to 60 pounds with the Specialist Cars company (details below), but you need to book in advance. 

There are black cabs at Heathrow which will probably cost about 20 pounds more than Specialist Car for much less comfort, so I don’t recommend you use the black cabs!

If you hire a car from Heathrow, take the M4 till junction 8/9 (Maidenhead exit), then continue on the A404 (M), don’t go to Maidenhead, stay on the A404 till Henley is indicated (via A4130). Carry on for 7 miles on the A4130 till Henley, go over the Thames River Bridge, the Red Lion Hotel is on the right. The car park is at the back, see instruction on map. 

If you come from the West by car, it might just be easier to go through Reading completely and take the A4155 to Henley.

Recommended ‘taxi’ company:

You need to contact them in advance so that they can organise to wait for you at the airport. They are very good but need to be booked several days in advance. 

Fax them all your flight details including the flight number and day of travel, and they will be waiting for you with a little sign with your name (or company), at the terminal gate just after you have picked up your luggage.

When you book them, say it is with the Nortel rate (mention Celine Joly too). The Nortel fare to Henley is 44 pounds + tax + car park + waiting time.

I have told them you would be contacting them directly and that if some of you were going to arrive at a similar time, you could share the same car (I hope this is okay with you!). They accept American Express in the car.

In the event that you arrive at Heathrow without having booked a taxi in advance. There are 2 choices:

· An expensive black cab

· Phone a Maidenhead taxi driver, it should take him at least 20-25 mins to go to Heathrow and you need to arrange a place where he will be able to pick you up which could be tricky if you don’t know Heathrow very well. Taxis that may be contacted: 0800 013 13 13 (Burgundy cars, they also have a Nortel rate), 01753 858 888 (5 stars), 01628 673 000 or 01628 777 444 (Apollo cars).
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To Henley by train:

From London, take a Thames Train at Paddington station that stops at Twyford and change to take a train that goes to Henley.

If you are coming from the West, take a Thames Train to London Paddington station that stops in Twyford to change and go to Henley.

This option is not very flexible, as there is only one train per hour between Twyford and Henley.

Henley – London return train ticket costs about 9 pounds depending on the hour of travel. Some of you may be interested to spend an evening in london!
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
