Reason for �change:��
The XID Reset parameter causes all LLEs in ABM state to revert to ADM state resulting in the loss of the values of the send and receive state variables, V(S) and V(R). Use of the XID Reset parameter during the Inter SGSN RAU procedure presents a problem. In this procedure the V(R) state variables must be exchanged between MS and SGSN to allow acknowledgement of correctly received I frames; if the value of the state variables is lost, the exchange of the state variables is worthless.





However, LLC operation on SAPIs other than SAPI 1 is suspended during the Inter SGSN RAU. To overcome the problem of the V(R) values being lost this CR proposes that a Reset parameter while LLC operation is suspended shall not be applied to SAPIs other than SAPI 1 until LLC operaion is resumed.�
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8.5.3.1	Negotiation of parameter Reset


The Reset parameter shall be used, in the SGSN originating Reset and in the MS receiving Reset, to:


-	set all LLC layer parameters to the default values given in Table 9;


-	change any LLEs in ABM state to ADM state;


-	set the unconfirmed state variable V(U) to 0;


-	set the unconfirmed receive state variable V(UR) to 0; and


-	set the OCs for unacknowledged information transfer to 0.


The Reset parameter shall be treated before any additional XID parameters present in the same XID frame.


If LLC operation is suspended as a result of an LLGMM-SUSPEND-REQ the Reset shall not be applied to SAPIs other than SAPI 1 until LLC operation is resumed by an LLGMM-RESUME-REQ. The Reset shall be applied to SAPI 1 and LLC layer parameters that are common to all SAPIs immediately when Reset is received. When the LLGMM-RESUME-REQ is received the actions listed above shall be carried out on SAPIs other than SAPI 1 and the LLC layer parameters not common to all SAPIs.
