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Reason for 
change:

This change request proposes to align the conditions for the presence of the PDP Address in the Activate PDP Context Request message as defined in GSM 04.08 with that specified in GSM 03.60. 

GSM 04.08 v6.3.0 section 6.1.3.1.2 states that in the case of PDP Context Activation by the network:

“The ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message sent by the MS in order to initiate the PDP context activation procedure shall contain the PDP address requested by the network in the REQUEST PDP CONTEXT ACTIVATION message.”

No similar requirement is specified for the PDP Context Activation initiated by the mobile station.  In fact GSM 03.60 section A.3 states “If no PDP type, no PDP address and no APN is sent by the MS, check if there is a single PDP context subscription record subscribed for this subscriber”.  This implies that in the case of PDP Context Activation initiated by the mobile station the IE Requested PDP Address is optional.

For this reason this CR proposes to make the IE Requested PDP Address, in the Activate PDP Context Request message, conditional.  The conditions for the presence of this IE have been added to GSM 04.08 v6.3.0 section 9.5.1.
