 < How to get to the meeting place (NEC Abiko) >

The nearest station for NEC(Abiko) is Tennoudai Station. The following picture shows how to get to the Tennoudai station from Narita Airport.
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You may choose one of following way.

· Take Keisei Line or JR airport Narita line to get JR Narita station. If you take Keisei line, you have to walk from Keisei Narita station to JR Narita station. (About 2 minutes walking.) The Keisei line is more convenient than JR because of more frequent services. Then take JR Narita line to get Abiko. Then at Abiko station, you have to take JR Joban line (Regular train) direction for Toride to get Tennoudai. If you go to the Kashiwa (Hotel), you have to take JR Joban line (Regular train) for Ueno.

· Take Keisei Skyliner to get Nippori station. Then Take JR Joban line (Regular train) direction for Toride to get Kashiwa or Tennoudai. See following home page to use Keisei Skyliner.

· Take Taxi at Narita Airport. It costs approxmately 15,000YEN – 20,000YEN to get Kashiwa area.

Once you get to the Tennoudai station, You may choose one of following way to get NEC(Abiko).

·  Take NEC shuttle bus to get NEC. The bus service is available in limited time of day. See following timetable.

· Take Public bus service. It costs 140Yen.

· Take Taxi. It costs 660Yen.

· By walking. (Approximately 17 minutes.)

2.Train

 Train is the most convenient way to move in Tokyo area. 3.Taxi

 You can take Taxi basically by two ways. Call Taxi by phone or fetch them at following places.

 * Airport

 * Major hotel

 * Station

 * on street (raise your hand to fetch)

 You should not expect taxi drivers to speak English. Therefore, I recommend you to have some papers that can indicate your destination. The first price to get-on to the taxi is 660 yen. This mount can take you to the NEC from Tennoudai station. You don't have to give a tip to the taxi driver.

4.Hotel

You don't have to give a tip in hotel. Non-smoking room service is not available in many Japanese hotels.

5.Money

 Using cash is very popular in Japan, especially, paying small amount of money. In other words, you can not use your credit cards in some restaurants or stores. Therefore, I would like to recommend you to calculate spending money on the basis of paying Yen while you are in Japan and exchange money. The other thing is that the many banks in Japan(especially in Abiko area) you can exchange only USD for Yen. therefore, If you have USD much, you would better to bring them instead of your home currency.
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
