b) to ONLY upgrade CN5 Rel-4 to Rel-5 against which Rel-5 CRs are submitted in March 2002

CN5 is invited to decide

which CN5 Rel-4 specification (TS/TR) shall NOT be moved to Rel-5 at all (e.g. Rel-4 is "terminus")

Release 5 freeze date looms nigh...and it's getting nearer.  

The following table shows all the Rel-5 specs which we have or which we need to have.  Where the current Rel-5 version is shown as "none", this means that there is no Rel-5 spec yet in existence.  Of course I have assumed that each existing Rel-4 TS or TR will be upgraded to Rel-5 (even if the Rel-5 "incarnation" is technically identical to its Rel-4 forbear).  

Those of you who remember the similar exercise when we froze Rel-4 (March 2001) will recall that each TSG must make an explicit decision on whether or not to upgrade each spec within its control.  I don't mind whether this is worded "upgrade the following specs from Rel-4 to Rel-5 ..." or "upgrade everything from Rel-4 to Rel-5 except the following ..." - but it is up to each of you to goad your WGs into making recommendations to their TSGs so that sensible decisions can be taken.

If Rel-5 is to be frozen at the March 2002 TSG#16 meeting (April, I suppose, for GERAN), then action is required now.

Hints:

1)  You may wish to consider transferring immature specs which will not be under change control by March from Rel-5 to Rel-6 - but of course this depends on the time scales in the Work Plan.

2)  It is generally accepted that stage 1 and stage 2 spec should not form part of a Release if is intended that the stage 3 spec does not appear until the next Release.  They should all go together.

3)  You may wish not to transfer "study item" type TRs (any old 30. or 50. series and many xx.8xx ones) into Rel-5, but leave them with Rel-4 as their terminus.
