Overall description
CT1 would like to indicate to SA1 and RAN2 that in our work on satellite access for 5G, CT1 has concluded that for UE in satellite access, the range of values for the timer for background search for higher priority PLMNs can stay the same as that for non NB-IoT UEs.
In CT1's study of PLMN selection for satellite access, one aspect of PLMN selection that CT1 is investigating is that of the timer for background search for higher priority PLMNs. Currently, in CT1's TS 23.122, for this the timer for background search for higher priority PLMNs, CT1 classifies a UEs as either non-NB-IoT UE or an NB-IoT UE, which came about from the LS exchanges from RAN2, SA1 and CT1 for Rel-13 work on IoT (i.e NB-IoT, GERAN EC-GSM-IoT or Category M1 of E-UTRAN enhanced-MTC).
To assist CT1 to progress on this work on setting the range of values for the background search timer for UE in satellite access, CT1 would like to ask:-

Question 1 to SA1:
For UEs in satellite access, what if any Stage 1 requirements there are for the timer for background search for higher priority PLMNs?
Question 2 to SA1:
Can CT1 consider the two ranges of values for the timer for background search for higher priority PLMNs (i.e one range for non-NB-IoT UEs and another range for UEs supporting any combinations of NB-IoT, GERAN EC-GSM-IoT and Category M1 of E-UTRAN enhanced-MTC) be applied equally to UEs in satellite access?
