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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the LS. RAN1 would like to provide following answers.
The restriction for PUCCH configuration for EN-DC in the LS is also applied to NGEN-DC and NE-DC.

For standalone NR-CA (without configured E-UTRA CG), the restriction is not applied. The maximum number of PUCCH groups is two.
For NR-DC, the restriction is not applied. The maximum number of PUCCH groups in each CG is two. Additionally, it is a kind reminder that RAN1 sent the following agreement in LS R1-1901402 to RAN2 before.

	Agreements:

· RAN1 has not identified any use case to support the case where SCG is fully in FR1 and MCG is fully in FR2 for both synchronous & asynchronous NN-DC operation. At the same time, if supported, RAN1 has not identified other RAN1 specification impact other than the power control aspect listed below and UE capability 

· If supported, power control is performed independently across the two cell groups.
