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1 Introduction
A RAN4 LS was sent to RAN1 [1], where the following questions was asked:
Question 1: RAN4 agreed to define PEMAX,c for PSFCH configured Tx Power in TS38.101-1 as sum of IEs sl-maxTransPower when multiple resource pools configured are transmitted simultaneously and would like to know if this can have any impact to RAN1.
Question 2: RAN4’s understanding is that the total transmit power is shared equally between simultaneously transmitted PSFCHs regardless of whether they are from a single or multiple resource pools. RAN4 would like to confirm with RAN1 that this understanding is correct.
RAN1 was requested to provide answers to the above questions.
2 Discussions
On Q1, there is no RAN1 specification impact regarding RAN4’s agreement on defining PEMAX,c for PSFCH as the sum of IEs sl-maxTransPower when multiple resource pools configured are transmitted simultaneously, as per TS 38.213, where  is used and is determined according to TS 38.101-1 for defining transmit power of PSFCH(s) in a resource pool.
On Q2, RAN1 reached agreement at RAN1#99 (see below) transmission power of each PSFCH for simultaneous PSFCH transmissions.
	Agreements:
When UE transmits N PSFCHs simultaneously (if supported), transmit power of each PSFCH is the same.


RAN1 further confirmed that simultaneous PSFCH transmissions is supported at RAN1#100-e (see below), and is specified in TS 38.213.
	Agreement 
Simultaneous PSFCH transmissions in a PSFCH TX occasion is supported from RAN1 specification perspective. 


The RAN1 agreements on PSFCH transmission power apply independently of how many RPs are for PSFCH transmissions, and thus the RAN4’s understanding as stated in the LS aligns with RAN1 agreements.
Proposal 1:  Reply to RAN4 as follows:
· A1: There is no specification impact to RAN1
· A2: RAN1 confirms that RAN4’s understanding aligns with RAN1 agreements.
