	In R1 #94b meeting,for HARQ-ACK on PUCCH overlaps with 4-symbol PUSCH with DMRS on the last symbol with frequency hopping enabled for PUSCH, whether it is error case is still FFS. According to TS 38.211, configuration that “4-symbol PUSCH with DMRS on the last symbol with frequency hopping enabled” is not support, so it should treated as an error case.(details see in accompany proposal section 2.1)    

	Summary of change:
	Add the following text in TS 38.213 “UE does not expect a HARQ-ACK on PUCCH overlaps with 4-symbol PUSCH with DMRS on the last symbol with frequency hopping enabled for PUSCH”.

UE procedure for reporting multiple UCI types

......

If a UE would multiplex periodic/semi-persistent CSI reports that include Part 2 CSI reports in a PUCCH resource, the UE determines the PUCCH resource and a number of PRBs for the PUCCH resource assuming that each of the periodic/semi-persistent CSI reports indicates rank 1. 

UE does not expect a HARQ-ACK on PUCCH overlaps with 4-symbol PUSCH with DMRS on the last symbol with frequency hopping enabled for PUSCH.
If a UE would transmit multiple overlapping PUCCHs in a slot or overlapping PUCCH(s) and PUSCH(s) in a slot and, when applicable as described in Subclauses 9.2.5.1 and 9.2.5.2, the UE is configured to multiplex different UCI types in one PUCCH, and at least one of the multiple overlapping PUCCHs or PUSCHs is in response to a DCI format detection by the UE, the UE multiplexes all corresponding UCI types if the following conditions are met. If one of the PUCCHs or PUSCHs is in response to a DCI format detection by the UE, the UE expects that the first symbol 
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 of the earliest PUCCH or PUSCH, among a group overlapping PUCCHs and PUSCHs in the slot, satisfies the following timeline conditions
