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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks for SA5 the LS S5-205347 (R2-2100079
) on QoE Measurement Collection.
RAN2 would like to point out that RAN2 Rel-16 specifications were already finalized and at the moment it is not possible to introduce non-backwards compatible changes. Hence, RAN2 is not able to implement withinArea functionality in Rel-16. However, RAN2 is currently discussing the requirements mentioned by SA5 in their LS for the QoE solution which is to be developed in Rel-17 for NR.
RAN2 considered the different features requested to be implemented in Rel-17 for NR QoE and have the following updates:

1) Mobility support for QoE measurement: RAN2 acknowledges the need for AS solution to support QMC in a specific area. The exact solution will be discussed in the WI phase. 

2) Simultaneous QMCs in a UE: RAN2 agreed to support the configuration of multiple concurrent QoE measurements at the UE. The exact solution is still under discussion, but RAN2 plans to define a QoE configuration capable of configuring QoE reporting for multiple service types at the same time
. The multiple QoE configurations are distinguished using an identifier QoE-ReferenceId.

3) Temporary stop and restart at RAN overload: RAN2 agreed to support the temporary stop and resume of QoE reporting during RAN overload with RRC signalling. The exact solution is still under discussion but RAN2 plans to define a solution that allows RAN to send a suspend QoE indication using RRC during RAN overload and a resume indication after RAN overload is complete. It is RAN2 understanding that QoE measurement is not impacted by the temporary stop and restart. Considering limited memory in AS, the QoE report may need to be cached at App layer during the RAN overload period. New AT command may be needed for AS to indicate QoE reporting suspend/resume to App layer. RAN2 would like SA5, SA4 and CT1 to confirm above understanding and make necessary standard changes.

Additionally, RAN2 seeks clarification from SA5 on the temporary stop and restart of the QoE reporting at the RAN overload scenario:

· Should RAN be allowed to suspend QoE reporting for specific service types upon RAN overload or should all service types be suspended?

�We can mentin our exact agreement here, i.e.:


Configuration and Reporting for multiple simultaneous QoE measurements for a UE can be supported (can determine whether there is AS impact in the WI phase)





�This has not been discussed nor agreed. To address somehow SA5 request, we can say, e.g. “The means for distinguishing QoE reports by the gNB will be decided in WI phase.”


�We think this part can be removed. It goes well beyond what was discussed.


�Since temporary stop/resume mechanism is used to alleviate RAN overload situation, RAN2 is the best place to discuss this and we do not think SA5 advice is needed for this. We propose to remove this part.
