— Stage 2 for CAMEL control of IMS (23.278) 60%
complete

— Stage 2 for information transfer between HSS & IM-
SSF 15% complete.

— Views Iin CN are divided on whether this work can
be completed by June.

 CAMEL Phase 4

— Completed:
- Interactions with Optimal Routing
- CAMEL control over MT SMS
- Provision of location information of called subscriber
- Inclusion of ODB data in the CSE-HLR interface
- Inclusion of flexible tone injection: CPH interaction is FFS

— 80% or more complete, expected completion in June:
- Call Party Handling
- Notification of GPRS mobility management to CSE
- Location information during an ongoing call
- GPRS Any Time Interrogation
- Mid call procedure for MO and MT calls

— New functionality agreed at SA#15:
- Transfer of the IMEI (with SW version) to the CSE (60%)
- Functional Subsetting (CN2 to study, no problems expected)
