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Abstract of document:

TR 22.838 contains use cases where the 3GPP system could optimize the paging procedures in LTE. It also identifies the potential requirements, which include:
- The 3GPP network shall be able to take the movement of a device into account when paging the device.
- The 3GPP core network shall be able to identify the traffic’s application characteristics (e.g. application type, application protocol, application provider, and delay sensitivity). 

- The 3GPP core network shall be able to apply different paging policies based on application characteristics provided by a source known to and trusted by the serving network (e.g. the home network).

- The 3GPP core network may be able to take the likely location of the UE within the paging area into account when paging the UE.
The conclusion of the TR recommends that the requirements identified in the TR are taken as a basis for the development of normative work.
