The scope of this Technical Report is to study the general service requirements and service features of the PS domain within the scope of 3GPP release 2000- It is expected that this TR will act as a basis for the detailed Stage 1 specification work. 
The focus of the TR is:

· Time of delivery expectations for standards and products

· New service capabilities and end user benefits 

· Case study of realisation of a some services e.g. CFU

· Evaluation of what does and does not need to be standardised 

· Cross domain service migration (CS to PS)

· Division of responsibility between S1 and S2, dialogue between the two groups is required. There is a need to set expectations.

Note: A pragmatic approach to what can be achieved in Release ’00  should be followed.

This TR has been created to ease the development of R00, and this document can be used to guide 3GPP in the creation of new specifications and CRs to existing specifications for the realisation of an IP domain telephony within the release R00 specifications.
