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Introduction

The discussion during the R00 ad-hoc meeting illustrated the need to establish a common concept and terminology within 3GPP for specifying R00 requirements so that work can progress within S1. This document proposes an overall service concept and terminology.

Service Concept

GSM is an extremely successful system with a large international user base. The services it provides are still in strong demand and important for users and operators. However the service model used in GSM is limited in terms of its support for non-voice services and its applicability outside the wireless environment. Therefore securing the future of UMTS requires continuity of legacy services, but also the ability to offer  new services oriented towards future communications needs.

The UMTS R00 specifications should enable the delivery of two different basic categories of services with different applications and characteristics:

· Voice Telephony 

· Multimedia 

Voice telephony represents the evolution of the services provided by GSM and UMTS R99 and needs to meet all the existing telephony requirements and capabilities It needs to be backwards compatible with GSM/UMTS R99 terminals.

Multimedia represents the  “next generation” services including voice and video (and possibly also chat, shared whiteboard etc.). To maximise the benefits of multimedia this should be designed based on its long-term requirements and the needs of the particular market niche it serves. Voice only services are available as a sub-set of multimedia, but in this case they are still seen as a special case of the multimedia service rather than “voice telephony” as described above. For the multimedia category it is not required to duplicate all the capabilities of the voice telephony service.

Conclusion

S1 are asked to review this proposal, and use it as the basis for the future development of requirements in R00.
