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S1 would like to thank T2 for their LS on the introduction of the Instant Messaging (IM) mode to MMS.

S1 understand that IM is an additional mode of operation for MMS, SMS and Email being the other mode types.  

There was support at the meeting for the standardisation of the IM mode of MMS. However, some delegates expressed concerns about the timescales for this standardisation work.  It was suggested that the IM standardisation work would be obsolete before the standard was complete and implemented in terminals.

S1 would like to emphasise that the standardisation work of IM and more generally MMS should be focussed on the underlying capabilities and not on the applications.  Thus, there would be a standard way for terminals to send and received Instant Messages that allows room for innovation by terminal manufacturers or third party application providers.
