The current specification(22.078) includes location and state query for MSC, so ATI (ANY TIME INTERROGATE) info flow from gsmSCF to HLR    supports this in 23.078 and 29.002. But for SGSN, no such  mechannism exists. Though ATI info flow from gsmSCF to GMLC would return the  location of a GPRS only MS (if supported by GMLC and the rest of  LCS) without the need for gsmSCF indicating it is a GPRS only MS. However this does not solve the problem of the state of the terminal in terms of actived PDP contexts or IP  address.  State information is important for presence type services. Services that require presence, especially push services need this function very much. We will see the service requirement for the location and state information.
For example if gsmSCF can have a chance to get the end user's activated PDP Context list, gsmSCF can open the end user's activated IP address and other information to third party by some principle and gsmSCF can protect the end user's privacy right. This means that SCP may be used as a security device that checks whether the originator of push services is allowed to have access on Mobiles state,  location. This can add GPRS capability. So we will see this is necessary and important.

HUAWEI thinks that the function is necessary and the related mechanism shall be provided.

HUAWEI thinks carefully about the ATI mechanisms which have already existed and concludes that only a little extension to the mechanisms just can provide GPRS location and state query function. This change is independent to the other ATI info flows. So we will see that this is little costed and time which it spends to finish this change  is not a problem.
