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Introduction

The fifth meeting on Open Service Access was held from the 6th to 7th of March , 2001 in Tempe, Arizona, US and was hosted by Motorola. The main objective of the meeting was to improve, clarify and finalise OSA requirements for 3GPP Release 4. The OSA adhoc was chaired by Manfred Leitgeb, Siemens AG. This report has been prepared by Manfred Leitgeb.

Executive Summary

The meeting completed the work on 3G TS 22.127 for Release 4. Requirements for Release 5 were presented and discussed, but not handled in detail. 

For Release 4 the meeting agreed on 6 Change Requests to 22.127, one functional modification on the  Event Notification Function and five editorial clarifications.

The result is given in S1O01010, S1O01021 – S1O01025. These documents will be submitted to SA#11 for approval.

Summary of Change Requests and decisions reached

· Scope of 22.127 was improved, editorial CR,

· situation when a user becomes available was clarified, editorial CR,

· requirements on the Event Notification Function was clarified, functional modification,

· requirements on Terminal Capabilities were clarified, editorial CR

· charging requirements were clarified, editorial CR

· improved overall consistency of 22.127, editorial CR

· All CRs  will be submitted to SA#11 for approval,

· Release 5 items will be discussed in detail at the next meeting,

Detailed Report

· Agenda in S1O01001 was agreed.

· Report from OSA#4 meeting (S1(01)0134) and summary from TSG SA1 #11 on OSA (S1O01002) were presented and noted.

· Version 4.0.0 (approved at SA#10) of 22.127 is given in S1(01)0137 for information.

· Agreed Change Requests to Version 4.0.0 from TSG SA1#11 are given in S1(01)0140 and S1(01)0141 for information.

Contributions to OSA Release 4

S1O01005, Enhancements on the Event Notification, Siemens

The current requirement of the Event Notification Function was not clearly understood outside SA1. This CR provides an improved description of the requirements of the Event Notification Function. It was agreed to:

· Clarify the service capability feature event notification function

· Clarify the need to accompany the notification with detailed information related  to the event,

· Clarify that applications must explicitly request the termination of event notifications once event notification had previously been requested.

· Move the service capability feature "registration" from subscriber to network event.

The CR was split into two tdocs (S1O01014 & S1O01015), revised and finally agreed in S1O01021 on Terminal Capability and S1O01025 on Event Notification.

S1O01008, Enhancements on the Event Notification, Siemens

This contribution identifies ambiguity and inconsistencies and clarifies them. Hereafter the clarifications proposed are listed:

· Remove repeated  facts in the Scope.

· Remove unused terminology and correct typos

· Correct typos and remove misleading text

· Simplify the Charging description in 8.1 and keep it consistent with charging in later section

· Correct the Call control (CS and PS)

· Correct the CS and PS call control, add PDP session facilities as available for PDP context

· Correct and harmonise the charging facilities

The contribution were revised, split and finally agreed in S1O01024 on Consistency issues in general, S1O01022 on the Scope and S1O01023 on Charging.
S1O01010, Clarification on “user available”, Siemens

The relation between a subscriber related event and the circumstance when a user becomes available is not clear. The CR proposed to clarify the situation. It was agreed.
Contributions to OSA Release 5

S1O00045, Quality of Service maintenance, Siemens

Quality of Service is used in 22.127 in various conditions. It is mentioned in relation to Call Control Function. The QoS which is meant herein is the quality of the connectivity provided by bearers and negotiated at call set up. This QoS may be characterised by the throughput of data or indicate the number of allocated channels at the same time.

It was felt worth while to indicate clearly the events when an application shall get informed on QoS related issues and to which extend an application shall be able to maintain the QoS. 

A three step approach were agreed. 

Step 1, identify areas in the OSA functions where QoS plays a role. Step 2, make use of the terminology already under use for QoS and step 3 is to find a closer relation to the QoS drafting group in TSG SA 2.

S1O00047, Policy Management, Lucent

This contribution provides clarification to distinguish between policy information that is private and policy information that is made public. An application or a network operator may create policy classes that are only known to certain applications. However policy classes may be generic and may be used by several applications.  An application may choose to define a policy class and then make it public. The application may still use this policy class for its own use, but in addition other applications may then make use of this same policy class. This document identifies changes to a Request management API to describe and reflect that a policy class may be made public.

It was felt that further clarifications are needed on the terms used for policy description. An unambiguous “language” is needed. The contributor will improve the wording and issue the spirit of the contribution again.

S1O00047 was noted, further clarification is needed.

S1O01003, Discussion on Authentication and Authorisation, Siemens

An application using the OSA interface may be required to access a user's private data on behalf of that user. This paper considers user privacy in the OSA approach. The idea is to introduce two new OSA capabilities:

· an OSA application shall be able to perform functions specific to a user without the application having to know the user identity in the network (user-anonymity).

· an OSA application shall be able to perform functions specific to a user but only after explicit authentication of that user.

The contribution was presented and the spirit endorsed. The content was felt not mature enough to be introduced  into 22.127 at this time. The contributor is invited to improve the paper and reissue it.

S1O01004, Dynamic Service Level agreements, Siemens

This contribution proposes to conceive a mechanism that allows for:

· Transitive Authentication, i.e. if an application can be authenticated by a OSA gateway and this OSA gateway can – by whatever means – be authenticated by another OSA gateway then the application can also be authenticated by this second OSA gateway.

· Temporary service agreements, i.e. an application may obtain (restricted) access to certain OSA service capability features for a limited time and only for services to a particular user (e.g. for the time the user roams in the network).

The contribution was presented and the spirit endorsed. However concern was raised on security issues concerned by the proposal. The content was felt not mature enough to be introduced into 22.127 at this time. The contributor is invited to improve the paper and reissue it.

S1O01006, OSA service discovery, Motorola

The Service Discovery requirements in the Open Service Access are introduced in order to identify the level of support required by other Working Groups.

In the context of this contribution "service discovery" refers to the ability of an application to retrieve the services that are available from the Home Environment, HE-VASPs and/or visited networks (i.e. local services), i.e. to find out which services are available to the user.
This paper proposes additions to be made to the 22.127 R5 specification to introduce the service discovery requirements, and recommends that they are considered at the next OSA meeting.

The spirit was endorsed but clarifications on terms are needed.

S1O01011, Definition of terms related to Policy Management, Lucent

This contribution introduces the definitions of policy management related terms. These definitions currently do not exist in published Parlay documents and the terms in the IETF’s policy management model are not entirely appropriate. Parlay intends to publicly release policy management specifications in June 2001, after which it might be necessary to revise the definitions provided here.

This contribution shall be made consistent with terms used in S1O00047. It was agreed to handle Policy Terminology and Policy Management at the next meeting.

S1O01013, Policy Principles, Lucent

This contribution describes the wide area of policy needed. The paper was presented for information only. It was noted.

S1O01017, Allocation of prime responsibilities, chair

This contribution identifies the main topics to be handled in the context of OSA for Release5. Delegates of individual companies listed in the document  volunteered to act as prime authorities to individual items. It is intended to indicate partners with certain interest and knowledge on key issues.
