6. Items for immediate consideration

6.1 Review of previous meeting report

The October 12, 2001 meeting report, contained in S1-PS-010007, was approved without comment or change.
6.2 Updates to Capability Summary and Requirements

The previous requirements input document (S1-PS-010006) has been re-formatted into the 3GPP format – as S1-PS-010010. Michael Clayton (MCC) presented S1-PS-010010, which will form the basis for ongoing work. There was little discussion on the requirements except for a request to clarify the required support of legacy terminals. Tommi Kokkola of Nokia also requested to identify a minimum set of requirements. Jean Trakinat (NCS) took an action item to provide this information at the SA1 meeting in November. Jim Garrahan (Telcordia) noted that the initial Requirements input document (S1-PS-010006) enumerated the high-level requirements. The delegates were requested to review S1-PS-010010 (requirements input document) and provide their comments by the SA1 plenary meeting in Kobe (November 5-9, 2001). The team expects to reach a consensus on the initial set of requirements by the SA1 meeting in Kobe. It is important that a consensus on the requirements is reached on a timely manner to avoid any delay on the Gap Analysis work.

Document S1-PS-010011 containing the issues list was presented by Bip Pramanik (Telcordia). Document S1-PS-010011 will be a living document. There was some discussion on “Pre-emption”, “regional requirements”, and “initial scope” of the Priority Services. The issues list will be updated to reflect the discussion on S1-PS-010011. 

Another point discussed was the relationship between the IP Framework document and the requirements document for priority. It was noted that the IP Framework should be consistent with the Priority Service requirements input. 
6.3 Gap Analysis

Jim Garrahan (Telcordia) presented documents S1-PS-010012 and S1-PS-010013 mapping the Priority Service requirements input to existing GSM/3GPP “Service Accessibility”, and “eMLPP” capabilities respectively. The intention for these two documents is to provide seed input for discussion. 

S1-PS-010012 provided input for the Service Accessibility Gap Analysis. The meeting supported the proposed approach. No comments were provided on the content.

S1-PS-010013 provided input for the eMLPP Gap Analysis. The meeting supported the proposed approach. Several comments were provided on the mapping. The PS Queuing requirement should be indicated as “Supported.” The document will be updated based on comments received.

The two documents were noted. Delegates were requested to provide additional comments.

6.4 Action Items

Delegates are requested to:

1. Review the WID (S1-PS-010003) and determine the areas that may be affected by this Feasibility Study.

2. Review and provide comment on S1-PS-010010 (Requirements Input). Comments should be submitted by the AdHoc session (November 6, 2001) on Priority Services during the SA1 meeting in Kobe (November 5-9, 2001). 

3. Review and provide comment on S1-PS-010005 (Capability Summary). 

4. Identify additional regional requirements for Priority Services.

5. Review and provide comments on S1-PS-010012 (Service Accessibility) and S1-PS-010013 (eMLPP) Gap Analysis documents.

1. Update the Issues list.

2. Update the Requirements document

3. Update the Gap Analysis document

4. Update the Capability Summary Document

The team felt that a decision on the necessity of an AdHoc session of Priority Services in January was not needed immediately, and was deferred to the SA1#14 in Kobe (November 5-9, 2001).
