The Ad-Hoc MMS working group has carefully read the IP Based Multimedia Services Framework Report 
3GPP TR 22.941 V0.4.1 on which you asked us to comment:

The following observations were made:

· Section 8.4 – Mixed Media Interactive Communications:
· 8.4.2 MMS response, instead or in addition to an Instant messaging response could be mentioned, since MMS is standardized and will probably be available on most UE’s.

· Section 8.7 – Mobile Number Portability. – A similar problem is encountered in the MMS specifications. We feel that ENUM (IETF Electronic Numbering project) may prove to be a good mechanism to solve this problem.

· Section 8.9 – Lawful Interception – MMS should be mentioned as a service for which lawful interception might be required. As SA1 is aware, MMS may involve multiple types of media, which  may be retrieved in a streaming as well as in non-streaming fashion

· Section 8.15 – Local Services. – A welcome message may be in the format of an MMS message which may include such elements as a local map. Activation of hyperlinks from within a retrieved MMS message may be possible as a UA feature.  3GPP T2-SWG3  may wish to examine if any additional standardization is needed to activate such a feature. 
·  Section 8.16 – Presence – Interworking of the Presence Service with MMS is mentioned in the report.  3GPP T2 SWG3 will probably need to examine if there are any implications on MMS specifications

· Annex A – Section 4  Multimedia Messaging Information Service – 3GPP T2-SWG3 would respectfully like to point out that the name for this service is misleading. Not only this has nothing to do with MMS, but we also feel that the described” Service” is not a messaging service at all
