1175, which contains Vodafone and IBM comments, was reviewed in detail and edited live. The authors of 1083 and 1175 were not present. Some materiel was removed because it is beyond stage 1 considerations. The result is a thinner stage 1 document. Some areas for clarification and further work were identified:

· Should Aurora be a IMS service only or should it also be a requirement to support DSR on CS?

· Clarify some requirements (Uplink negotiation, user or subscriber control)

· QoS requirements and classes for DSR

· Service example needed to clarify requirements of third parties.

· Justification of privacy requirement

· Definitions are required

It was decided to ask SA1 to send the new version to SA2, SA3, SA4, T2 and CN1 for information. It was decided to ask SA1 to send the new version to TSG-SA#14 in December (Kyoto) for information as version 1.0.0. It is considered approximately 60% complete.
