Two conference calls have been held on the Priority Service Feasibility Study.

Document S1-011092 contained the meeting report of the 1st conference call held October 12th.

This conference call addressed:

· the Work Item Description (SP-010523) approved at TSG#13, which described the terms of reference for the activity.

· the proposed approach for the feasibility study: high-level Requirements Input for Priority Service are mapped against a Capability Summary, which identifies the relevant 3GPP specifications, and feed into a Gap Analysis. The Gap Analysis is intended to identify:

· existing 3GPP specifications that can be used to support Priority Service,

· changes needed to existing 3GPP specifications to support Priority Service,

· new work items needed to support Priority Service.

The objective is to use existing specifications to the extent possible to meet Priority Service needs.

· a draft of the Capability Summary of relevant 3GPP specifications.

· a draft of the Priority Service Requirements Input.

The meeting noted the WID and supported the proposed approach. Comments were provided on the Capability Summary and Requirements Input. The meeting agreed to track issues and changes to the documents.

Document S1-011092 was noted.

Document S1-011093 contained the meeting report of the 2nd conference call held October 26th.

This conference call addressed:

· an update to the Priority Service Requirements Input – in a 3GPP document format,

· the issues list,

· a draft Gap Analysis for Service Accessibility,

· a draft Gap Analysis for eMLPP.

The meeting provided comments and suggested changes to the Priority Service Requirements Input document. The Issues list was reviewed and updated. The meeting supported the proposed approach for the Gap Analysis and suggested changes to the eMLPP Gap Analysis. · NSEP should be changed to “Priority Service user”.

· The acronym PS should not be used. “Priority Service” should be used.
