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1. Introduction

Currently 22.146 specifies that a user/subscriber can become aware about services, ongoing or future, that are available at his/hers current location.

It is proposed that we expand the current MBMS service discovery so that services available at neighbouring multicast/broadcast areas can also be advertised in the subscriber's current location.

In addition, the user may discover, or become aware that there are multicast/broadcast services currently active, or multicast services that will become active at some time later in the multicast/broadcast area(s) that are neighboring to the multicast/broadcast area the user is currently located.
